BY-LAWS and CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of this organization shall be LIBERTY HIGH SCHOOL ORCHESTRA BOOSTER
CLUB.

ARTICLE I - OBJECTIVES

The Association is an independent non-profit organization, organized to support the Liberty
High School Orchestra at Liberty High School in Frisco, Texas, USA, and dedicated to
achieving the following objectives:

» To provide a positive environment for students’ educational and musical growth.

» To promote a closer relationship between the parents, students, and staff, in an atmosphere
of mutual cooperation, support, and respect.

* To encourage a high level of achievement for the Liberty High School Orchestra and its

members.

* To provide resources, both human and financial, to support Liberty High School Orchestra
activities.

* To promote and recognize the Liberty High School Orchestra and its students’
accomplishments.

This organization is organized exclusively for charitable and educational purposes. Including
for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt
organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section
of any current/future federal tax code.

Activities of the Association shall not conflict with University Interscholastic League rules.

ARTICLE III - METHODS

Section 1 — The Association shall strive to achieve the objectives of the Association by assisting
in logistics and providing support through projects and contributions.

Section 2 — The organization shall be noncommercial, nonsectarian, and nonpartisan.

Section 3 — The organization shall not directly or indirectly participate or intervene in any
political campaign on behalf of, or in opposition to, any candidate for public office.
